Urgent Appeal for

Myanmar Cyclone
Nargis Relief

On May 2", Cyclone Nargis, a Category Il Cyclone,
hit Myanmar and devastated villages in the Irrawaddy
delta areas as well as the capital Yangon (Rangoon).

Military officials have put the death toll at greater than 100,000 with larger numbers of
people missing. Over a million people are now believed to be homeless, many of them
young children. They lack shelter, medication, food and clean water, and require urgent
assistance.

Humanity First has assembled a multinational team of physicians and volunteers for
deployment to the region. A group of Humanity First Myanmar volunteers already on
the ground have visited cyclone-devasted areas including the MyaungMya District and
the Laputta District as well as other surrounding villages. On the first day, Humanity
First has donated medical supplies to cyclone victims as well as clothing valued at 3
million kyats.
